1. The meeting was called to order by Vice Chairman Rob Grose at 9:05am.

2. Roll Call:

Roll call was taken whereupon 16 of the 30 communities were represented.

3. Approval of Agenda:

Motion by K. Bayne, supported by L. King, to approve the agenda as submitted.  Motion Carried.
4. Approval of Minutes:

Motion by P. Bergdolt, supported by L.  King, to approve the minutes from September 19, 2005.  Motion carried.
5. Accounts Payable and Budget Review:

J. Lehman reported that checking was currently $41, 081.98.  The money market account stood at: $45, 543.78.

6. Staff Report:

a. Orthophotography Update:
b. D. Hoffman reported that progress is being made by our contractor toward completion of the orthos and that he has received a four section pilot project in Frankenmuth.  As of this date, Q.C. has been completed on the pilot area. Other than a few fixes he reported everything looked good.  He expects delivery of the new orthos to begin the week of October 17 and that everything is still on schedule for full delivery by December 31, 2005.  D. Hoffman also told the membership that county-wide raw scans of the orthos are available for viewing.

c. ArcView Training Update:

J. Klopcic reported that the first round of training is nearly complete.  Two of the newest SAGA members are still outstanding but have been scheduled for training.  J. Klopcic said he is currently putting together a proposal with three different options for the commencement of a second round of training.  R. Grose indicated that SAGA may need to charge members for this second round of training.  L. King asked if it was permissible to video tape the training sessions for later reference and was told by J. Klopcic that this was acceptable.

d. Membership Update:

D. Hoffman reported that St. Charles Village is the newest member of SAGA.  There are still six outstanding communities in the county: Marion Township, Chapin Township, Brant Township, Brady Township, Taymouth Township, and Maple Grove Township.

e. Web Update:

J. Klopcic reported that hits on the SAGA site continue to increase. He also told the membership that he was contacted by The Saginaw News and that they are writing a story on SAGA to appear in a future edition.  He indicated that he felt he had a good interview.  R. Grose and D. Hoffman also said they were contacted by The Saginaw News.  D. Hoffman indicated that the reporter who interviewed him was interested in the SAGA membership and why some communities still were not onboard. There was no definite date given to when this story might appear in the paper.
