1. The meeting was called to order by Chairman Kischnick at 9:00 a.m.

2. Roll Call:

Roll call was taken; whereupon, 15 of the 30 communities were represented.  A quorum was not present as 16 communities had to be represented.  Therefore, no motions were made, nor were any decisions made.
3. Approval of Agenda:

No action.
4. Approval of Minutes:

No action.
5. Accounts Payable and Budget Review:

T. Lier was present to report that the checking account has $1,252.02 and the money market account has $206,395.14.  M. Marr of Birch Run Township provided a copy of the check for their dues that was cashed in October, 2005.  Hoffman stated that he had recently sold about $3,500 in parcel mapping and was getting inquiries almost daily.
6. Audit Report:
Copies of the audit were available.  Kischnick summarized the auditor’s comments including the fact that it was an unqualified audit, which is the best you can get, and that we need to adopt an investment policy.

7. Approve Investment Policy:
Without a quorum, no action was taken.
8. County Remonumentation Program:

Klopcic reported that Wilcox Engineering provided them with all of their remonumentation data after he spoke with Brian Ferguson.  Spicer has not agreed to share the information at this point.  Kischnick and the staff reviewed the contracts between the County and the vendors.  They believe that the contracts already require that information to be supplied by the vendors.  A meeting will be set up with the staff, some of the Executive Committee members and Spicer to see if the issue can be resolved. 

9. ArcView Training Update:
Klopcic stated that they plan to start training in March.  You will be able to sign up on-line when it is ready.  The cost is $40/person and they need at least four people to hold a session.

10. Update Building Footprints:

Klopcic stated that they would know the status of the homeland security grant of $20,000 pretty soon.  This grant will pay for the cost of updating the building footprints county-wide.
11. Orthophotography Update:

Hoffman reported that they have the entire County now and that they have printed a large glossy colored aerial photo of each community to use.  They were available for those in attendance to take with them.

12. Website Update:

Klopcic noted that the special assessment data has been added to all of the properties.  The site is getting in excess of 900 hits per day.  Also, he wanted to point out that you cannot search by last name in the City’s database due to concerns by the police officers working in the City.

13. Other Business:

Grose handed out a sample ordinance pertaining to requiring developers to submit digital files that will be compatible with the County GIS, so that the information could be easily added to the system.  He will continue to work on developing a model ordinance for consideration by SAGA to recommend for adoption by each community individually.

14. Adjournment:

The meeting concluded at 9:45 a.m.
