1. The meeting was called to order by Chair Kischnick at 9:00 a.m.

2. Roll Call:

Roll call was taken; whereupon, 14 of the 34 voting members were represented.  A quorum was not present.  In light of the lack of a quorum, no motions were made and no actions were taken. 
3. Approval of Agenda:

4. Approval of Minutes:

5. Accounts Payable and Budget Review.
Treasurer Moore presented the current budget status and account balances.  He reported that the money market has a balance of $69,950.20 and the checking has a balance of $12,251.35.  The CD has a balance of $187,309.09. 
6. Discuss/Approve Late Payment Policy.
D. Hoffman presented the proposed policy as recommended by the Executive Committee.  The policy is similar to the one used by the Waste Authority.  M. Marr asked about the how the deadline dates would be applied.  After some discussion, it was agreed that Hoffman would look into it further and report back at the next meeting.

7. Data Layer Creation Update.
D. Hoffman informed the Committee that the hydro layer is now complete.  B. Jeruski is moving on to the building footprints and is currently about 50% done.

8. Local Water Projects Update.
J. Klopcic stated that they have finished the City of Frankenmuth, Frankenmuth Township and Tittabawassee Township.  They have started work on Thomas Township, Saginaw Township and Birch Run Township.

9. Tri-County Path Study.
D. Hoffman stated that he is working with Rob Eggers from Spicer Group on this project.  The County Parks Department received a grant to do the work and hired Spicer to do much of the project.
10. Census Address & Political Update.
D. Hoffman reported that they are working with the Census Bureau to assist with making sure that they are getting accurate counts and that they have accurate information.

11. Homeland Security Funding Update.
D. Hoffman explained that we need to plan ahead for any Homeland Security funding application as the process has changed such that there is a longer review timeline and the applications are more competitive.  He expects that we will need $120-150,000 to complete the new aerials.

B. Kischnick introduced and welcomed Mike Comstock from Kochville Township.
