1. The meeting was called to order by Chair Kischnick at 9:00 a.m.

2. Roll Call:

Roll call was taken; whereupon, 19 of the 34 voting members were present, representing a quorum.   
3. Approval of Agenda:

Motion by R. Prezzato, supported by M. Marr to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion Carried.
4. Approval of Minutes:

Motion by R. Grose, supported by M, Marr to approve the minutes from the April 21, 2008 meeting as presented.  Motion Carried.
5. Accounts Payable and Budget Review.
Treasurer Moore was not present; however, his written reports were provided at the meeting for discussion.  There were no questions.

6. Discuss/Approve Late Payment Policy.
The proposed 2008/09 budget was presented by B. Kischnick. The only substantial change was an increase in the per parcel charge from $1.20 to $1.30.  New aerial photos are planned for the year 2010; however, that schedule could change depending upon funding availability.  Motion by J. Malzahn, supported by M. Marr, to approve the 2008/09 fiscal year budget.  Motion Carried.

7. Late Payment Fee Resolution.
The proposed resolution to enable the Authority to impose penalty charges for late payments and to potentially remove a community’s information from the website was discussed.  This was a topic that was discussed previously on several occasions to try to ensure that payments are made on a timely basis.  The Executive Committee approved the resolution previously.  Motion by J. Malzahn, supported by Marr, to approve the late payment penalty resolution.  Motion Carried.

8. Reappointment of SAGA Representatives.
D. Hoffman reminded everyone to make sure that their respective community’ Board/Councils reappoint the representative and alternate to the SAGA Board.  He provided a list of communities with their respective years, along with a sample resolution.

9. Tri-County Path Study.
D. Hoffman stated that he is continuing to work with the East Central Planning organization and the Tri-County trails group to develop trail maps for the tri-counties.
10. MDOT Emergency Incident Detour Maps Project.
D. Hoffman reported that he is working on an MDOT project to develop alternative routes for vehicles on I-75 during emergencies.  This project was directed to SAGA through Jay Reithel from MDOT.  It could bring in as much as $20,000 revenue.

11. Arc View Version 9.3 release.
D. Hoffman explained that the 9.3 release is out.  He will be sending it out after he receives it with instructions; however, he wanted to forewarn everyone that it will require significantly more memory on their computers than the current version.

12. Other Business

R. Grose suggested that a semi-annual Newsletter about SAGA would be beneficial.  It was decided to have the Executive Committee take up the topic at the next meeting.

B. Kischnick asked about the status of the project with the Saginaw County Convention & Visitors’ Bureau.  D. Hoffman had not had any contact with her since she attended the SAGA meeting.

J. Malzahn brought up the idea of members possibly representing more than one community to improve the ability to have a quorum attend the meetings.
